The Aurora Historical Society  operates both The William Tanner House and the
David L. Pierce Art & History Center. The Tanner House Museum is located on the
corner of Cedar Street and Oak Avenue and is an Italianate style home built in 1857
decorated with late Victorian furnishings. It was the home to prominent merchant,
William Tanner and his family. The family owned the home until 1936, when it was
donated to the Aurora Historical Society. In 1976, the house was placed on the
National Register of Historic Places.
